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Role of Baby Friendly Hospital Initiative (BFHI) contact person in a hospital / unit

1. Receive correspondence from BFHI

2. Distribute BFHI Link (newsletter) and other BFHI information within hospital

3. Bring items to the attention of relevant people in hospital

4. Ensure BFHI reports, plans, forms are completed and returned

5. Deal with enquiries from other hospitals regarding BFHI project ideas and activities. Answer or channel to someone within hospital who will answer them, as needed.

6. Be familiar with all breastfeeding related projects/activities in the hospital

7. Be a resource within the hospital for BFHI national/global related information 

8. Ensure BFHI project is submitted to Health Promoting Hospital committee in hospital for recognition and support

9. Keep the Health Promoting Hospital focal person aware of BFHI activities

10. Be a member of the hospital BFHI/breastfeeding committee

11. Liaise with Action Plan leaders (for each action plan) and co-ordinate these with regard to overall BFHI Project.

12. Liase with the regional representative on the national BFHI Advisory Committee.

This list is not exhaustive. The contact person may undertake other activities
 in connection with BFHI and breastfeeding.
